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~100 g of 2-aminopyridine (2-AP) in 500 mL recovery flask with a stopper

| 400 mL of n-hexane

| heat in water bath at 60°C (¥ 2), occasionally mixing
| decant the supernatant into a 500 mL beaker.

Sup. in the beaker

| leave at room temperature

| chillonice

| collect the crystal with a Buchner funnel

(A filter paper must be laid out.)

| return the filtrate into the flask of 2-AP

Sup. and crude 2-AP in the flask

| repeat the process of heating (dissolving) and chilling (re-
crystallizing)

Re-crystallized 2-AP on the filter paper

| dry up in a vacuum desiccator
